The Collingwood Minor Hockey program is a developmental program designed to increase kids hockey skills and overall hockey development, to further this goal the board has discussed various ideas to improve the overall quality of minor hockey in Collingwood.  

CMH board is exploring the possibility of changing the rep tryouts from a fall only tryout to a spring/fall tryout.  What does this mean to coach selection, player selection, player development, kids moving to town, kids injured, kids not available for spring tryouts?
A committee was created to research the possible rep tryout change.  Other hockey centers, similar in population or greater in population than Collingwood were contacted that conducted spring/fall tryouts and were asked to fill out a questionnaire, a copy of the questionnaire is on the back page.  The overall response from the other centers, their membership had the same concerns the CMH board has, but a change was needed to enhance the overall program.

A recap of the questionnaire:  
 Major concerns:

1.  Kids moving to the area during the summer and cannot be on the team

2. Kids improve over the summer

3. Kids grow over the summer

4. New kids move to town

5. Scheduling around other sports for try outs

Coaches are select in Feb/March – and can start evaluating kids that are playing house league/rep.

The larger centers try to have non parents coach teams, smaller centers only have so many volunteers willing to coach and parents are a necessity.

AGM were only moved when necessary.

The committee will be having a discussion night shortly after this year’s rep tryouts are complete.  The time location and date will be posted on the CMH website.
